Spondon Priorities

At the latest Spondon Neighbourhood forum held on 28th November 2012, the following priorities were agreed collectively by the Police, Council and members of the community;
1) Auto crime and Dwelling Burglaries
Burglary dwellings reported to police
01/12/2012- 31/12/2012- We have 4 burglary dwelling offences reported to us in December. Two of these offences were via forcing a rear downstairs door, one was via smashing a ground floor window and one was an insecure property. Items stolen from these offences include small electrical items and jewellery. Due to the excellent work by attending officers on one of the forced entry burglaries, an offender was identified through forensic methods and subsequently arrested for the offence. He was charged with burglary and is currently in Prison on remand awaiting trial. Items stolen from the burglary were also recovered from his home address in Nottingham.

01/11/2012- 30/11/2012- We have had 6 Burglary dwellings reported in Spondon over the month of November. Three of these offences were attempt burglaries and the remaining three were via forcing a rear downstairs window. Items removed included electrical items and during two of the offences vehicles were taken with the keys stolen from the addresses.  One offender was disturbed by the occupant and ran off, getting into a vehicle. Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team located the vehicle in a secluded car park in Derby City Centre and it was seized for forensic analysis. We are expecting to identify offenders from this vehicle in order to track them down and bring them to justice. 
01/10/2012- 31/10/2012-On Area DN05 Chaddesden/Spondon we have had 2 Burglary Dwellings reported.  One was via smashing a downstairs window and the second was an attempt burglary where the offender attempted to force a rear door. Two suspects were arrested on suspicion of these offences and are currently on police bail

Auto crime reported to the police
01/12/2012- 31/12/2012- We have had 13 theft from motor vehicle offences in Spondon in the month of December. Of these offences seven were committed by smashing windows and searching vehicles, three were via forcing locks or fuel caps, and three offences were against insecure vehicles. Items stolen from these offences include tools, clothing, money, electrical items and toiletries. Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team and other officers based at Roe Farm have continued late night and early hours patrols, in an effort to catch unsuspecting burglars and auto crime offenders. We have been successful as outlined later in the report.
01/11/2012- 30/11/2012-We have had 11 theft from motor vehicle offence reported in Spondon over the month of November. Three of these offences were theft of number plates from vehicles. Four offences were against insecure vehicles and the remaining four offences were against insecure vehicles. Items removed included clothing, tools and small electrical items. Seven of these offences were on one night in the village. As a result of the increase officers from Spondon Safer neighbourhood Team and Roe Farm increased night time plain clothed patrols, under operation Eason, and have had some great success as outlined later in the beat report
01/10/2012- 31/10/2012- We have had 10 theft from motor vehicle offences reported in Spondon over the month of October. Two of these offences involved the removal or catalytic converters from vehicles, one was a theft of two wheels from the vehicle, but the remaining 7 offences were all committed against insecure vehicles, where opportunistic offenders have tried car door handles and been successful. 

2) Antisocial Behaviour Edmund Road/ Borrowfield Road
Incidents reported to police plus 200metres 
01/12/2012- 31/12/2012- - We have had no calls for service with regards to ASB within 200m of Edmund Road, Borrowfield Road in the month of December. 

 I would recommend that this priority be removed and downgraded to an issue, which we will continue to monitor and take positive action when appropriate.   

01/11/2012- 30/11/2012. It may be that if this continues throughout December we change this priority or downgrade it to an issue.
01/10/2012- 31/10/2012- We have received 5 calls for service with regards to ASB within 200metres of Edmund Road, Borrowfield Road in the month of October, 
which have been about kids knocking on doors, setting a small grass fire at the Asterdale Club, arguing on the street, and riding around on mini-moto bikes.

3) Anti Social Behaviour on Chapel Side/ Sitwell Street
Incidents reported to police plus 200metres

01/12/2012- 31/12/2012- We have had 14 calls for service with regards to ASB on Chapel Side including the surrounding 200m. The majority of these calls have involved large groups of youths congregating around Chapel Side and Strathaven Court, causing a nuisance, drinking and being rowdy. On two occasions youths have caused damage to fencing belonging to the occupants on Oxford Street. Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team are positively policing this area and have submitted numerous ASB referral with regards to youths involved in nuisance behaviour. We are currently collecting evidence and information with regards to looking into applying for a section 30 Dispersal order to disperse groups and remove persons under 16 to their places of residence under the Anti-Social Behaviour Act 2003
01/11/2012- 30/11/2012-We have received 8 calls for service for ASB in and around the area of Chapel Side. The majority of these incidents have involved rowdy groups of youths, drinking and being a general nuisance, intimidating people wit the presence. 

Officers have attended incidents reported by people at the location, and dealt with the youths accordingly. There has been an increase in the groups congregating along Strathaven court, so this has been more vigorously patrolled.

01/10/2012-31/10/2012- We have received 9 calls for service for ASB in and around the area of Chapel Side. These have mainly included groups of youths on the precinct, groups of youths to the rear of the Conservative Club. Officers have attended these incidents when they have been reported and dealt with youths positively. Towards the end of October we went out with other agencies from an alcohol intervention project. This was very successful and we seized a quantity of alcohol, submitted ASB referrals and even seized a car!
Anti-Social Behaviour in General:-
During November the Spondon Safer Neighbourhood team made 11 referrals to the Anti Social Behaviour Team. Over the last three months we have submitted a total of 23 referrals. Anti Social Behaviour in Spondon has been at a general low for all areas of Spondon, but appears to be increasing.  As a result Spondon SNT continues to patrol areas which have been identified as potential problem areas and continue to submit ASB referrals when appropriate.  
The current figures show that the following offences have all fallen in numbers compared to the same point last year:

Vehicle crime
Robbery

Dwelling burglary
Other theft offences

The following have risen slightly so will receive greater attention from us:

Non Dwelling burglary 
Drug offences
Events/Operations:-
Operation Eason is continuing in Spondon to tackle auto crime in the local area with high visibility deterrent patrols and covert patrols to detect and arrest offenders. This has even included Patrolling Spondon on mountain bikes in the early hours of the morning as we are determined to catch criminals in the act. Nominals seen in the early hours in Spondon are stopped and searched and positive action is taken where offences have been committed.  
Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team are liaising with shops on Chapelside and Neighbourhood board regarding solutions to the increasing anti social behaviour issues. Due to the high number of antisocial behaviour related incidents in the area of Chapel Side and Strathaven Court, we will be gathering evidence and information to support a Section 30 Application, which will give us the power to disperse groups and remove persons under the age of 16 to their places of residence. 
On 19th December 2012, six cadets and five Pc/Pcso's patrolled Spondon on foot to raise awareness about autocrime and general security leading up to Christmas. 
We concentrated our efforts at Hobson Drive, Towpath Way and Oakfield Drive. 
 

We spent just over an hour checking vehicles and the results are as follows. 
 

Vehicles checked 262
Vehicles left insecure 16 = 6.1%
Vehicles left with valuables on show 21 = 8.01% 
 

The valuables left on show included Christmas presents, CDs, sat-nav holders or cables, phone chargers, money, tools headphones, overhead projector, ipod cables and a laptop case. The owners of the vehicles that had been left insecure were advised to ensure they lock their vehicle, and others were advised to remove valuables. 
 

Worryingly on one occasion a vehicle was left insecure on the drive, when attempts where made to inform the occupant her front door was found unlocked and her car keys were left hanging by the door. Recent victims of crime had also left their vehicles insecure. 
 

Burglary and car crime leaflets were delivered to the houses. 
  
Notable Arrests/ Detections
Over the month of December, Spondon Safer Neighbourhood Team and officers from Roe Farm Police Station have made numerous notable arrests. 
As outlined above, one male is currently on remand for burglary after being forensically linked to an offence in Spondon where the rear door was forced and jewellery and small electrical items were stolen.

Two offenders are still on police bail for burglary offences in Spondon, with continuing enquiries, we anticipate a charge for the offences and good result at court.

Two males were arrested following a stop search in the early hours of the morning. They were found in possession of articles used in theft from motor vehicle offences. When the males were interviewed they admitted some offences, and remain on police bail for other offences pending further enquiries. This was one example of diligent work from the Safer Neighbourhood Team.
Officers also recovered a number of power tools from an address in Spondon, suspecting them to be stolen goods. We have not yet had a victim of the theft come forward and would like to urge people to check their sheds/ outbuildings to ascertain if they have any missing items. They may not have checked their property over the cold/ wet month. 
Upcoming:-
The next Police surgery will be held on 07/01/2013  between 1700-1900. This will be held at The Library, Sitwell Street.
