Last year the Board identified 2 Highways and Transport priorities:

1 	 Investigation into vehicle parking issues in the Village centre. 
	 Surveys revealed that additional parking would be a benefit but the problems were not as 	
	 significant as first perceived. An additional ten parking spaces are to be provided within the 	
	 car park at the village hall.

2 	 Investigate parking and access at Dale Road shopping area.
	 A new one way access has been introduced. Further improvements are being considered 	
	 by local businesses.

The campaign involved local Councillors, Police, Neighbourhood Officers, 
Fire and Rescue Service, Civil Enforcement Officers giving advice and 
supporting residents around the following schools - Springfield, 
St Werburgh, Borrowood Primary and West Park.
